John Gulland.

Apds a sua passagem pela “Comissédo Nacional Consultiva da Pesca do Bacalhau do
Atlantico Norte”, no Instituto de Biologia Maritima, em Portugal, e pelo Laboratério de
Pescas de St Andrews, no Canada, ingressou na FAO (Food and Agriculture
Organization) como especialista na Divisdo de Avaliacao de Recursos Pesqueiros,

primeiro em Havana, e depois em Roma.

Regressou a Portugal ap6s o 25 de Abril, e foi Director do Servigo de Estatistica da
Secretaria de Estado das Pescas e, mais tarde, Investigador Principal no Instituto
Nacional de Investigacao das Pescas (INIP/IPIMAR).

A sua forte apeténcia e seu gosto pelo ensino levaram-no a aceitar o convite da
Universidade do Algarve onde, continuando como Investigador Principal, foi
responsavel por varias disciplinas, teses de estagio e de mestrado e projectos de
investigacdo. Foi também responsavel por varios cursos internacionais sobre
avaliacao de recursos pesqueiros, teoria de amostragem e métodos estatisticos em
varios paises de todo o mundo.

Aposentou-se da Universidade do Algarve, em 1997, ao atingir o limite de idade.
O seu trabalho, apresentado em reunides cientificas nacionais e internacionais e
publicado em revistas da especialidade, € amplamente reconhecido e largamente

referenciado.

Actualmente, é consultor cientifico da Federacao dos Sindicatos da Pesca.



Short Resume

he completed his degree (licenciatura) in mathematics at the University of Lisbon.
Later, he specialized in Stock Assessment and Management of Fisheries Resources,
at the Fisheries Laboratory of Lowestoft, United Kingdom, under the supervision of
Raymond Beverton and John Gulland.

After being a member of the North Atlantic Fisheries Advisory Committee, in the former
Institute of Marine Biology, Portugal, and a researcher at the St. Andrews Fisheries
Laboratory, Canada, he joined FAO (Food and Agriculture Organization) as a specialist
at the Fisheries Assessment Division in Havana, Cuba, and later at FAO in Rome, Italy.
After the revolution of 1974, Emygdio Cadima returned to Portugal as director of the
Statistics and Data Services of the Portuguese Fisheries Secretariat. Later, he joined
the National Institute for Fisheries Research (INIP) to direct the Fisheries Resources
Assessment Department.

His natural ability and love of teaching lead him to accept the invitation from the
University of Algarve where, as senior researcher, he taught several courses,
supervised several honors and masters theses, and was responsible for several
research projects. Emygdio Cadima was also responsible for several international
courses on Fish Stock Assessment and Statistics Applied to Fisheries all over the

world.

In 1997 he reached the age of retirement.

His work, presented in several national and international scientific meetings and

published in scientific journals, is well known and cited.

At present, Emygdio Cadima acts as scientific adviser to the Federation of Portuguese
Fisheries Associations.
